Her Name Alone Reflects Her Speed and Excellence

Her name alone evokes the grace,
agility, and incredible speed that crowned
her and etched her legacy as a symbol
of excellence and brilliance during the
1980s.

“Al-Tayyara” (Arabic for “The
Airplane”), owned by His Highness
Sheikh Hazza bin Zayed bin Sultan Al
Nahyan, Representative of the Ruler in
Al Ain Region, is one of the most iconic
names ever to shine in the world of camel
racing. She achieved extraordinary
victories that remain engraved in the
memories of fans of this deep-rooted
heritage.

Her achievements prompted the need
to preserve and benefit from her lineage.
A dedicated laboratory, run by a team of
experts and specialists, was established
to this end. Recently, there has been
renewed interest in “Al-Tayyara,” as
efforts are underway to revive her legacy
and contributions. A festival is planned to
be held in Al Ain, potentially rekindling
memories for camel breeders, especially
from the older generations who
witnessed the glory and golden days of

She won first place in the main race in
Al Ain, then repeated that feat in both
Dubai and Al Wathba, securing a rare
golden trio of victories in a single season
under the guidance of her distinguished
trainer, Mehir Bilsawib Al Ketbi.

“Al-Tayyara” was the talk of the racing
tracks and the center of attention, earning
high-value prizes, including Mercedes-
Benz cars in Dubai (1988), Al Ain, and
Al Wathba. She also won the prestigious
Wathba Sword in 1986 and the Nad Al
Sheba Sword in both 1986 and 1987.

She came from a noble lineage. Her
sire was Sawghan Al-Masafri Al-Shaiba,
one of the most celebrated camels owned
by the late Sheikh Hamdan bin Rashid
bin Saeed Al Maktoum. Her dam was
the daughter of Asfar Al-Ghawais,
descending from the famous Misk Ibn

Meseihan ~ Al-Mualla  Al-Shaiba—a
lineage that explains her extraordinary
strength and rarity.

In her illustrious record, “Al-

her name into
the history of

and Emirati pride. She truly
embodied the spirit of the golden
age of camel racing.
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Abdullah Al Falasi’s value lies not only in being
the Media Director of the Dubai Camel Racing Club,
but in the legacy he has built and the indelible mark
he has left on the field. His contribution has been
instrumental in bridging tradition and the modern
era, bringing the sport of the forefathers into the
contemporary spotlight.

In this interview, he presents a model of dedication
and vision — a man committed to taking camel
racing to the international stage through strategic
global partnerships that aim to draw in new audiences
and build greater momentum around the sport.

To what extent has the Dubai Camel Racing Club
succeeded in reinforcing the identity of the UAE
community through its focus on ancestral heritage?
Dubai Camel Racing Club has been remarkably
successful in reinforcing the identity of the UAE
community by reviving the heritage of the ancestors
and linking it to the present in a modern and engaging
way. Thanks to the Club’s efforts, camel racing
has evolved into an inclusive platform that brings
together different segments of society around a rich
cultural legacy. Today, races and heritage festivals
have become prominent national occasions that
strengthen identity and ingtill in younger generations
the values of pride in authenticity and belonging.

Canyouprovideabriefoverview ofthe Club’shistory
and achievements, and its role in preserving heritage?
The Dubai Camel Racing Club was established
under the guidance of the wise leadership with the
aim of preserving the cultural and sporting heritage
of the United Arab Emirates. Since its inception, the
Club has focused on developing the infrastructure
for camel racing, organizing local and regional
championships, and launching major heritage events,
most notably the Al Marmoom Heritage Festival
and the Crown Prince of Dubai Festival. The Club
also plays a pioneering role in documenting heritage
through media, producing awareness programs, and
supporting scientific research related to camels and
camel racing — making it a key reference in this field.

One of the Club’s main goals is to elevate camel
racing to a global level. Quite frankly and objectively,
do you believe it has succeeded in achieving this goal?
Yes, it has succeeded to a great extent. Dubai Camel
Racing Club has been able to elevate camel racing
to international horizons by hosting international
delegations and signing partnerships with foreign
sports clubs. For instance, here is a brochure that
includes a report on our partnership with a German
ice hockey club, whose team now wears the Dubai
Camel Racing Club logo on their uniforms. I was
honored to be selected as an honorary member of
the club’s honorary board and was recognized during
their 50th-anniversary celebrations. Furthermore, the
Club has organized races that attract visitors from all
over the world. It has also played an active role in
promoting camel racing as part of Dubai’s cultural
and tourism agenda, helping to establish the sport
among the major events that receive wide media
coverage both regionally and internationally.
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Abdullah Al Falasi, Media Director
at Dubai Camel Racing Club:

What challenges have you faced in achieving this
goal, and how do you plan to overcome them?

One of the main challenges we faced was
the rapid technological —modernization and
changing  entertainment  preferences  among
younger generations. This required us to update
our promotional methods and integrate modern
technologies into race organization, such as advanced
timing systems, drones, and live broadcasting through
digital platforms. We also encountered challenges
in presenting this traditional sport to the world in a
way that reflects its spirit and attracts audiences. We
managed to overcome this through innovative media
campaigns and collaborations with global platforms.

** The Dubai Crown Prince Camel Racing Festival
began as a traditional sports event aimed at honoring
owners and trainers, encouraging excellence and fair
competition. Over the years, the festival has seen
significant development in terms of organization,
number of participants, and prize values. In the
upcoming edition, the festival will feature qualitative
additions, which will be announced in due course.

On a personal level, what does camel
racing represent to Abdullah Al Falasi?
** For me, camels are not just a sport or cultural
heritage; they are part of my identity and soul. I grew
up loving this world and absorbed its details from
a young age. Camels represent a deep connection
to my roots and a living embodiment of values like
patience, generosity, and nobility. I have worked in
this field for more than 14 years, but every day I spend
on the camel racing track is a reminder of beautiful
beginnings and the loyalty of ancestors. For me,
camels tell a story of belonging and responsibility...
and my journey with them is not a job but a message
I proudly carry.

Honestly and objectively, how do you evaluate
the role of the media in supporting traditional
sports? And what is your message to journalists?
** It cannot be denied that the media has
played a pivotal role in bringing traditional
sports—especially camel racing—to a wide
audience both inside and outside the country.
There are commendable efforts by some media
institutions that have highlighted this national
heritage and contributed to documenting and
presenting it in a modern and appealing way.
However, the overall media landscape still requires
broader attention and deeper coverage.

The coverage of these sports should not be
limited to seasonal events or special occasions only;
rather, it should be an ongoing part of the media
discourse to enhance awareness of national identity.
My message to journalists: You are true partners
in preserving heritage and passing it on to future
generations. Your responsibility is great, and your
role is vital in presenting our traditional sports with
their authentic spirit and in a manner that keeps pace
with the times. We need media that tells the story...
not just media that reports the event.

Al Nuaimi told Asayel Al Camel: «I am a
resident of Al Ain and have been involved
in the world of camel racing since I was
very young. I started running camels as a
hobby, then I owned camels and achieved
first places in races with them.

which specialises in camel racing links
and results, and then the Sheikh gave me a
production estate that includes camels from
the Presidency»s camels, which I &till have
today,» Al Nuaimi said.

Al Nuaimi emphasised that the support
of the sheikhs is the cornerstone of the
Presidency>s camel racing success, saying:
«Everyone who runs in the field finds
support, and there is no room for favouritism.
In one season, we buy up to 500 or even 600
camels, and in one race we bought 15 camels
at once, all of which achieved outstanding
results and recorded unprecedented
achievements for the Presidency»s camels.»

He continued proudly: «We recorded a

large number of prizes and won five swords
in one season, including swords with
production horses, swords with purchases,
and swords for old age halal. We also broke
the 8 kilometre barrier in a record time in the
UAE, set a new time in Qatar that had not
been broken for nine years, and finished a
whole festival in first place.

Al Nuaimi highlighted the active presence
of the leadership in the field, saying: Sheikh
Hamdan bin Sultan)s presence gives us
morale and motivation, and the horses
themselves react when they see him and
give their best performance. Sheikh Sultan
knows in advance which ride will win, as
he is close to all the estates and knows the
details of each ride.»

Al Nuaimi concluded his speech with
messages of loyalty, saying: To His Highness
Sheikh Mohammed bin Zayed Al Nahyan,
President of the UAE, we say: «May God
prolong your life, you are the first supporter
of camel sport, and we are fortunate to have

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Pioneer of Commentary
and Ambassador of the
Authentic Bedouin Voice

BIN Hadhayrim Al Ketbi tells
the story of how he turned his

passion into a profession.

It’s not just a job
it’s a deep-rooted
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passion etched in the heart and memory

Salem bin Hadhayrim Al Ketbi is not just a commentator — he is a
living memory of the sport of camel racing. He bridges the authenticity
of the past with the modernity of the present, carrying the heritage of
the racecourse and planting it in the ears of generations through the
microphone, with his powerful voice and the shout that shakes the field
and ignites excitement.

He is not merely a voice — he is a heartbeat that pulses with
every camel that takes off and with every finish line where a winner
is announced. A lover of camels, a pioneer of commentary, and the
ambassador of the authentic Bedouin voice that still echoes in the skies

of heritage.
In the camel racing fields, where the finest breeds are called to race
and compete, rises a unique voice — unmistakable to the ears and

unforgettable to memory. The voice of bin Hadhayrim rose from the
depths of the desert and was shaped by the dust of its tracks

opportunities, and what started as a trial became a passion and a beloved
hobby.”
He Witnessed Generations and Excelled Among Giants

Bin Hadhayrim was never just a passing commentator — he was one
of the key figures who accompanied the evolution of commentary and
the development of camel racing tracks. He recalls the early days of
the first announcers, especially those who left a mark on the collective
memory of camel racing lovers — names like Hamad Al Mazrouei,
Mohammed bin Khadem Al Mansouri, and Kaabous.

He says:

“I learned from the great Salem Omar, who was the first TV news
anchor and also commentated on camel races. I remember the late
Sheikh Zayed (may God have mercy on him) once asked about him
when he missed a broadcast and said: “Where is Salem Omar? Bring

him... Let him commentate.””

until it became one of its symbols and one of the most
prominent commentators in the history of camel racing in
the Gulf. His iconic shout has become a hallmark in the
world of commentary and analysis.

Salem belongs to the generation of pioneers — he was
raised on the back of the boush (camels) and lived with
camels as if they were part of his very being. As he recounted
in an exclusive interview with Asayel Al Ibil magazine, he
takes us back to his early beginnings in this world, saying:

«From our early childhood, we lived closely with camels.
We used to ride the boush, train them, and participate with
them. Things developed and official races were established.
We kept running and participating, receiving ozab (camel
camps) from the sheikhs, buying and selling, living the
passion in all its details.»

From the Track to the Microphone... How Did the
Story Begin?

“I began field commentary informally in 1987,” Salem
says, “back when the race tracks were open, and camels
were recognized by their names and colors — no need for
numbers. The eye would memorize, and the lineages were
well-known. I remember we used to ride in the car and
recognize every camel and its owner without needing tags
or signs. Back then, we lived every thrilling moment with
all its details. He continues:

“As for official commentary, that began for me in 1989.
By 1990, I had expanded to cover tracks all across the

These words alone speak volumes about the status and
respect held by those early pioneers — and about the deep-
rooted cultural significance of camel racing in the UAE’s
heritage.

From Commentary to Analysis... Experience Makes
the Difference

Over the years, Bin Hadhayrim’s skills evolved, moving
from live commentary to television analysis of the races,
establishing a prominent presence in talk shows and
analytical programs dedicated to camel racing. He says
about this journey:

“Analysis is not new to me; I have always been interested
in this aspect. I have participated in many analysis sessions
with the goal of educating the audience, clarifying the
details of camel bloodlines, performance, and history. This
enriches the viewer’s experience and adds value to the
coverage.”

Our interviewee also launched a famous segment called
the “Bin Hadhayrim Shout,” which gained wide popularity
and became widely imitated by TV channels and social
media accounts, especially on Snapchat. He humbly
comments:

“It’s a simple segment I started, but it was well received
and became a style followed everywhere.”

A Love That Never Ends... Camel Ownership and
Participation

Despite his busy role in commentary and analysis, Salem

In an exclusive interview with Asayel Al-
Ebel, renowned camel owner and analyst
Abdullah bin Noura Al Ameri opens his
heart to share his long journey with camels—
from his early beginnings to his current
status as a distinguished analyst in the field.
A rich conversation full of detail, reflecting a
deep-rooted passion for this noble traditional
sport.

Your beginnings with camels?

Camels are not new to us—they’ve always
been a part of our daily life, just like most
people of the Gulf. My journey began in the
1970s. I was born and raised among camels.
My father and his brothers owned a well-
known she-camel named “Manhaf,” who was
of the elite racing type.

How do you view the attention camels
receive today?

To answer that, I go back to the early 1980s.
During the first Al Wathba camel racing
festivals, there were no phones. Someone
came to my father, Hamad Abu Noura (may
he rest in peace), accompanied by Ali bin
Fadhel Al Mansoori, his brother Hamad, and
Ali bin Ghasnah Al Ameri, and told them,
“Zayed wants to see you.” He wanted them to
help organize the Al Wathba camel races. The
late Sheikh Zayed (may Allah have mercy on
him) loved camels deeply and lived among the
people who raised them. Through his generous
care, goodness began to flow—he gave special
attention to heritage sports, foremost among
them camel racing. Sheikh Khalifa (may he
rest in peace) followed in his footsteps, and
today, His Highness Sheikh Mohamed bin
Zayed Al Nahyan, President of the UAE (may
God protect him), along with Sheikh Mansour
bin Zayed and Sheikh Sultan bin Hamdan, are
all passionate about camels. They know them,
love them, and genuinely devote their time to
them.

How has camel racing evolved from
the 1970s until today?

The development has been tremendous.

Back then, we used human jockeys, and we
were always worried about their safety. Then
His Highness Sheikh Mansour bin Zayed
proposed the idea of the ‘robot jockey,” which
was a visionary step toward the future. This
was a major indicator of progress. I’'m sure
you’d agree—as someone who follows camel
races—that today, prizes can reach up to 5
million dirhams. That’s unprecedented support
and a great motivation for us as owners.

When did you start owning camels
and actively participating?

In 1986, we started buying camels for
significant amounts of money. We established
our own camp, and my brothers managed
it. Later, I entered the field out of love, not
just for profit. Camels are a source of wide
sustenance, and everything about them brings
goodness.

How did you get into commentary and
analysis?

First, all thanks go to God, and then to
Sheikh Sultan bin Hamdan (may God prolong
his life), who invited me to sit in the majlis
(council). T don’t claim perfection, but I do
have information that, God willing, benefits
those who follow the sport.

e His Excellency Ali bin Hammad Al
Shamsi is a brother and close to us.

He is a man who buys top-quality camels
wherever they are found, regardless of their
age, and he always strives for excellence.
With him is also Ali bin Saeed Al Zarei, a
trainer who truly stands out. Trainers come in
ranks, and Abu Saeed is at the forefront.

* Has any other owner achieved what
Ali bin Hammad’s Estate has?

Not at all. His Excellency Ali bin Hammad
is the first among tribal owners to win §
swords before the final races. His success is
no coincidence—his purchases are precise,
and his exceptional team management is
led by Hamed bin Hadi, Ali Al Zarei, and
Hadhaf bin Afssan. He entered this sport out
of genuine love, and he deserves the top spot
because he paid the price for it.

Can camel racing be considered a
successful investment field?

Absolutely. We know people who made
significant profits by the end of the season.
Some camels can bring in more than a million
dirhams a year—imagine the return for
someone who owns a large number of camels.

How have analysis prizes affected
neutrality and professionalism?

The prizes allocated by His Highness Sheikh
Sultan bin Hamdan have made analysts more
independent and neutral. Whoever walks
a straight path will succeed, but those who
deviate have no place. There’s no doubt that
the prize encourages fairness in evaluation and
pushes analysts to give each camel its due.

A final word about the Presidential
Camel Team?

The Presidential Camel Team is a massive
institution founded by the late Sheikh Zayed
(may he rest in peace), and his sons have
continued to support and invest heavily in
it. At the beginning of each season, they
make  substantial  purchases—sometimes
acquiring up to 110 camels, as happened
during Ramadan. Everyone benefits from
this institution—whether from the Gulf or the
wider Arab world.

The world of equestrianism and
camel racing are very close in many
ways, as the two sports are considered
a heritage legacy and an integral part
of the identity of the Arab man, and
the beginning of the interest in the
two sports came from one person,
the founding father Sheikh Zayed bin
Sultan Al Nahyan, and his sons were
keen to raise the importance of camels
and horses, and the new generations»
interest in the heritage of the people of
the region was passed on.

Most horse owners in the UAE
have an interest in camel sports, and
the process of production, care and
training has many similar aspects.

But today, thanks to the support of
the wise leadership, we are witnessing
the entry of all citizens and tribesmen
to compete in them, due to several
factors, most notably the sound
environment for these sports, and the
great support provided to them in terms
of prizes, distribution, pricing, and
moral support in various forms, which
made everyone who has the elements
of participation think about entering
the world of heritage sports, especially
camel racing, and the various and
diverse media from traditional and
modern media have effectively
contributed to spreading the culture of
camel racing among new generations.

I expect that the continuation of this
sound approach by Their Highnesses
Sheikhs and their unlimited support for
this sport and the great spread of it in
various media will greatly contribute
to the expansion of interest in it, and I

believe that reaching the global level is
a matter of time.

The support provided to camel racing
by His Highness Sheikh Mohammed
bin Zayed Al Nahyan, President of the
UAE, may God protect him, and His
Highness Sheikh Mansour bin Zayed
Al Nahyan, and His Excellency Sheikh
Sultan bin Hamdan Al Nahyan for
authentic heritage directly reflected in
the good reputation of camel sport at
the regional level, which will reflect
on the entry of new audiences in the
coming years.

One of my best memories in the
world of camel racing It was in 2010
or 2011 when I presented the studio for
the camel night race that was held in
the month of Ramadan at Al Wathba
Square, and I bought from that race,
a Bint Jabbar Al Mokhtabar reel, in
partnership with a friend, this «AL
bakrah» came in second place in that
race despite the fact that its motorised
rider broke down while running, and
that reel continued to participate until
the broadcasting age, but was injured
after that, and this was the first and
only time and a beautiful experience,
which may be repeated in the next
period, God willing.

A commentator and analyst in the
camel field? I domt think so, my
experience is very modest compared
to the names on both sides, and I
dom>t prefer to enter a field I domt
understand, but I will continue to tell
special stories about the camel world,
its history and backstage through short
videos documenting these events and
the names associated with them and
will be presented continuously in the
coming period.

I received the first symbol in
the Al-Thanaya Open Cup in Taif in the name
of the Crown Prince of Saudi Arabia, and I
received the symbol from his gracious hand
personally, and I was also honoured to recite
a poem in front of the Custodian of the Two
Holy Mosques at the first camel festival in Al-
Sayahid.

Since the establishment of
camel racing, it has been necessary to have
poems that precede and accompany the races.

This is why I have a new tradition at my
estate in Al Wathba, which is to hang a sign
at the entrance door that reads: «No filming
without permission», so that we know who
is filming, because there are guests and
privacy, and someone may take something
and change it or use it in a way that puts us
in an untrue position in front of people or
embarrasses us.

I
went to see a second reel in the same estate,
and the estate is known to Said Mohammed
Al Owaisi from the Sultanate of Oman, and
I was with my brother and my dear friend
Salem Hamoud Al Malki from the Sultanate
of Oman. We went in to look at a previous
reel that day, and God be praised, I didn>t like
it, but this reel caught my attention, so I asked
about it.

Camel sport is not alien to us, it is a heritage
that has been passed down from father to
grandfather, generation after generation, as
they say: «from generation to generation».
Our ancestors used camels mainly for
travelling, wars and invasions, and even
hunting trips, they called them «God>s giftsy,
and they are indeed one of God>s greatest
gifts to us, and this name is still attached to
them since time immemorial.

He concludes by saying: Analysis
is no longer a mere addition, but has
become a key element expected by
the audience, and the analyst is held
accountable for his nominations,
and this has raised the value of the
profession, revealing new analytical
competencies that have enriched
the arena and expanded the base of
those interested.

Jamal Al Falasi: The awards

For his part, journalist Jamal Boucher Al Falasi, host of Al
Mayadeen Capital, describes the idea of awards for analysts as
a “genius idea” that has completely changed the scene, stressing
that analysis today rivals the field in terms of excitement.

It is a digital trainer
who sees the subtleties that may
escape the human eye, and seeks to
provide a fairer, more accurate and

Artificial Intelligence in the world
of auctioneering: Beauty through the
eyes of algorithms

The world of camel auctions,
which is concerned with assessing
beauty according to precise and
traditional criteria, is undergoing a
remarkable transformation with the
introduction of artificial intelligence
(AI). Whereas in the past, judging
panels relied on human and visual
expertise, Al now presents itself as
a digital assistant capable of seeing
and evaluating with more neutral and
accurate criteria. Al applications in
auctioneering are based on computer
vision techniques that allow images
and videos of participating camels
to be analysed. This technology
is used to measure facial features,
neck length, back straightness, lip
protrusion, ear shape, leg symmetry
and colour harmony. All of these
characteristics are digitised and
compared to the beauty standards of
the auction culture.

These systems work by training
Deep Learning algorithms on
thousands of images that have already
been categorised according to the
results of previous auctions. In doing
so, the algorithms gain the ability
to distinguish between the typical
camels in each category or breed
of camel, giving them the ability to
make accurate assessments based on
huge data that would be difficult for
humans to analyse all at once.

Reformation of Judging
Committee:

These intelligent systems can also
be integrated into actual judging
panels as a back-up system that
scores points and detects deviations
or similarities, minimising potential
human biases and enhancing the
integrity of competitions.

In the future, mobile phone apps
may emerge that allow owners to
photograph the beauty of their camels
and get a quick smart assessment that
compares them to other camels in the
same category, age or breed.

The truth is that technological
developments can serve camel sports
in a great and amazing way, and
perhaps in a few years a revolution
that rearranges its cards again, in a
time when the pace of technology
accelerates and the arms of artificial
intelligence extend to various details
of life, the camel world, with its long
traditions, majestic races and unique
competitions, is no longer far from this
profound transformation. The camel,
a symbol of Arabian authenticity,
patience and beauty, has now entered
the age of data, analysis and smart
intelligence.

In this dossier, we have a unique
experience: We give Al the opportunity
to express its vision of the camel world.

We asked it about camels and camel
racing, how does it see it, what does it
plan to develop, and what does it say
about mazatinat competitions and their
future? The answer was as follows

BEFORE

In the world of camel racing, which
combines ancient heritage and sporting
competition, artificial intelligence (AI)
is a new player with its precise tools
and analytical outlook. While humans
see camels as purebred beings with
innate and inherited abilities, Al sees
each camel as a dynamic data set that
can be analysed and its behaviour and
performance can be predicted.

Al not only monitors a camel’s
speed or time, but also analyses its
running pattern, its response to the
rider, its energy fluctuations during the
course, and even its body expressions.
Computer Vision techniques are
used to analyse race videos in real
time, to understand subtle changes in
performance, and to identify the factors
that lead or lag. This technology allows
the creation of an intelligent digital
profile of each camel, including its
level of development, health status,
competitive history, and behaviour in
different situations.

Machine Learning can also be used
to build models that predict the camel’s

performance in upcoming races
based on training data, nutrition, and
environmental factors such as weather
and track type. Algorithms are being
developed that can predict injury risks
before they occur, based on real-time
analysis of movement and muscular
and neurological stress, allowing
trainers to make preventative decisions
to protect camels.

The collection of live data through
sensors worn on the camel’s body
during training or racing is central
to ADl’s vision of this world. These
devices send real-time data on heart
rate, temperature, and stress level,
which can be analysed in real time
and suggest adjustments to the training
plan.

AT’s vision for the world of camel
racing goes beyond the technical
aspect and touches the future vision
of the camel community as a whole.
It seeks to make the industry more
scientific, more transparent, and more
capable of sustainable development.
In time, we may see new rules based
on data rather than impressions, and
evaluations based on numbers rather
than personal opinions.

Is the machine driving out the
human?

Al does not intend to exclude the
human from this heritage, but rather
to remould it in a way that preserves
its authenticity and promotes its
development. Heritage, when
integrated with technology, generates
a more accurate future, and

this is what Al is seeing in
the camel tracks today.

Amid an atmosphere rich with heritage and
glory, Asayel Al Ebel magazine met with Al
Ameri, who revealed the secrets behind the
victory, the conditions of the festival, the
strength of the races, and the story of “Al
Shaden” from the camel camp all the way to
the winner’s podium. He also opened his heart
to discuss his vision for the future of camel
racing, the current situation of Gulf owners,
and expressed his gratitude for the unlimited
support provided by the wise leadership for
this deep-rooted Arab heritage.

P 1o start, how do you see the
leadership’s support for camel owners?

What can I say? May God bless our wise
leadership—they have done nothing less than
provide every possible means and support for
camel owners, not just Emiratis but all Gulf
nationals. They have adjusted and provided
everything so that the owner can achieve
the results they hope for. For example, an
exceptional case was the Haqiq races held
during Ramadan in perfect conditions, with
races offering incredible prizes—70 races, all
with prizes over 100,000 AED, and over 100
camels priced. Some of these camels were
transferred to Presidential Camels (Hajan Al
Riyasah). This kind of support is no surprise
coming from the “Maazib,” whose primary
goal is to support citizens and Gulf nationals.
They buy camels from all races, from the
first to the 15th, selecting the best among the
camels, whether standing or resting.

> How do you see Al Wathba’s status as
the “Capital of the Fields”?

Al Wathba lives up to its name. All bright
ideas originate from there. They have
supported the concept of breeding from the
start and stood by the citizens, allocating
special trophies for breeding categories. Now,
the breeding races compete fiercely with the
open races, which shows their comprehensive
vision and great efforts to strengthen this
national heritage.

> What about your participation with
“Al Shaden”? Did you expect to win?

The Al Ramz race requires a camel of
the same caliber as the open races, and “Al
Shaden” was among 70 camels. We prepared
her specifically for this race. However, the
competition was very tough, and the challenge
was not easy. Thanks be to God first, then to
the encouragement from the people and the
great support from the organizing committee
and the million-dirham prizes that motivated
everyone.

I When did you feel that “Al Shaden”
was heading towards the Red Poet
(winning)?

From the preliminaries, “Al Shaden”

proved herself with strong timings and at
lower costs. When His Excellency Sheikh
Sultan bin Hamdan changed the schedule, we
were fully prepared, and the stable was 100%
ready.

I Tell us about Al Shaden’s lineage?

Her father is “Shaheen,” a camel from Bin
Kleitham Al Ketbi — a rare camel that has
produced fine camels. I have some rare ones
from him and have sold more than three or
four camels from that lineage. As for her
mother, she is from the “Al Rqood” family
of the Al Tayyib stud. May God bless the late
father who passed down this fine lineage,
which we have maintained and from which
rare and strong camels have come out.

> What are your plans for the rest of the
season?

Goodness is with us and with everyone,
God willing. We will participate in the San Al
Hagqayiq race, and we have good camels. Our
ambition is to continue steadily.

> How does this award affect your
ambitions?

The races have evolved, and we must
always be ready. We have a prepared and
successful alternative.

1> Describe the moment you secured the
race?

The race was very strong. The young camel
was close to winning at the 800 and 500
meters marks. When we reached 300 meters,
we gave direct commands, and she clinched
the race.

> How was the joy?

The joy was indescribable. The Al Wathba
trophy is very precious and holds a special
place in my heart because it reminds me of my
father Sheikh Zayed, may God have mercy on
him, and his honorable sons who continued
the journey. May God protect them.
